1. Maximum two teams can be registered from one school for the Olympiad in the both events.
2. The written exam will be conducted in the selection round.

3. One team should comprise of two participants in both selection final round.

4. Only high school students are eligible to take part in the Olympiad.
5. Only the six wining teams will be eligible for competing in the 2nd Maths Olympiad final round
6. The participants who participate in the selection round must be in the final.
7. Written exam will be concluded for grade IX in the selection round. It would be last and the final round.

8. The award for the winners from grade IX will be given individually.
9. The winning six teams will be informed on the very evening of the day about the selections.
United Maths Creation

1. Only one team can participate from one school.
2. There will be no selection round for the 'United Maths Creation'.
3. Entries will be accepted on first come first service basis and maximum 20 teams can take part in this event.
4. Each team is allowed to display two items entirely related to Mathematics.
5. The team winning the first, second and third places respectively will be awarded.

6. Each team has to bring the necessary teaching material by themselves in raw form.
7. The overall winning school of all 3 categories will be awarded with a trophy. The marking scheme of the Olympiad is as follows:
